Alexandria extends about 20 miles (32 km) along the coast of the Mediterranean Sea in north

central Egypt. It is home to the Bibliotheca Alexandrina, the New Library of Alexandria, and is an

import ant industrial centre because of its natural gas and oil pipelines.

In ancient times, Alexandria was one of the most famous cities in the world. It was founded
around 331 BC by Alexander the Great, and remained Egypt's capital for nearly a thousand years.

Kom el Shogafa (one of the Seven Wonders of the middle Ages).

The Library of Alexandria complex includes: The Main Library, Young Peoples' Library, Library for
the Blind, Planetarium, Science Museum, Calligraphy Museum, Alexandria Archeological Museum,
International School of Information Studies (ISIS), Conservation and Restoration. Laboratory,
